On that date we
had 66 Members, 11 Household Members and 10 National Members. LWVUS subtracted $5 from the total Per
Member Payment fee for each of our National Members. Thus, $50 was subtracted from the original LWVUS
PMP fee of $2,087.80.
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TO THE BOARD OF THE LEAGUE OF WOMEN VOTERS WESTERN NEVADA COUNTY

We reviewed the records for the League of Women Voters of Western Nevada County for the period of
July 1, 2008 to June 30, 2009. Our review consisted of verifying that all monthly bank statements were
being reconciled and that adequate records were kept to justify the expenses reported to the board. We
also tested several months of check copies returned with the statement to the related invoices or other
documentation and to the posting in the cash disbursements journal.

We also reviewed the information reported for the Certificate of Deposit, the reasonableness of reported

We found that adequate records were being kept, supporting documentation was available, deposits were
being made promptly, and that monthly bank statements were being reconciled.

Bella Abzug (D-NY), in 1971 the U.S. Congress designated Aug. 26 as
Women"s Equality Day. The date was sel

In accordance with the by-laws, member Cleo Gibson was appointed to review and approve the min-
utes of the Annual Meeting.

Jackie Wilson was thanked for her ongoing efforts to assure that attendees at the general meetings
receive a warm welcome and that refreshments were ready and waiting. Ruth also thanked all board
members for their efforts on behalf of our League.

Member Madelyn Helling was introduced and provided an update on Nevada County library fund-
ing cuts. She requested that before June the League as an organization and members as individuals
contact the Board of Supervisors to ask that funding be restored.

Treasurer Sue Nepstead reported substantial savings in postage following the decision to put the

monthly newsletter, The Voter, on the League"s website with

who did not have access to computers and, therefore, requested hard copies.

President Schwartz reported that a dues increase is recommended because we are currently in the red
per member due to increases in the PMP required by LWVUS. A motion was made and seconded to
raise individual membership dues to $60 per member from the previous $50, and also to raise house-
hold membership to $30 from the previous $25. The president also noted that dues may be paid in
installments in September and January.

VicePr esi dent Liane Dozier agreed to chair
Plan, and she said that Edi Silverman has offered to serve in a mentorship role to provide support
and guidance for Liane"s efforts.

In the absence of by-laws chairperson, Edi Silverman, by-laws committee member Mary Dreifuss
presented the changes to the by-laws as published in a previous newsletter. This represents the 10th
time our by-laws have been amended since their inception and requires passage by at least a two-
thirds majority of the members present. The motion was made and seconded to accept the changes
and was unanimously passed.

Voter Service chairs Arlene Robertson and Helen Williamson, assisted by member Polly Bacich,
presented the Pros & Cons of the propositions on the May 19 ballot.

Nominating Committee chair Sue Nepstead presented the proposed slate of officers and directors for
2009-2010. Additional nominations from the floor were solicited. None being made, the proposed
slate was unanimously approved.

President Schwartz invited direction from the membership to the new League board. Specific top-
ics proposed by members regarding upcoming programs included: (1) possible legalization of mari-
juana, (2) state of the local economy, (3) healthcare, (4) status of critical care locally, (5) status of
Proposition 63 local implementation, (6) local programs addressing domestic violence, (7) drunk
driving prevention, (8) Neighborhood Watch programs, and (9) status of local crime enforcement.

The meeting was adjourned at 1:48 p.m.
