Our September Program 

 The LWVUS led an 18-month Immigra-

tion Study which began in 2006 and culminated 

in the adoption of an Immigration Position in 

March 2008.  The position was published in the 

June issue of The National Voter.  An accompa-

nying article written by several members of the 

Immigration Study Committee explained much of 

the background that brought League members to 

a consensus.  The article correctly stated that, 

ñOne of the most controversial issues in ongoing 

immigration discussions is the proposal to pro-

vide a path to legal residence for unauthorized 

immigrants currently residing in the U.S.ò 

 It has been estimated that approximately 

12 million unauthorized immigrants reside in the 

U.S., and that about three million of those are in 

California.  What can be done about this huge 

number of unauthorized immigrants?  Is mass 

deportation a feasible solution, or is allowing 

them to earn legal status more beneficial to both 

the immigrants and our U.S. citizens?  Is there an 

alternative solution that could result in agreement 

between supporters of both sides of the issue? 

 With the November 4 General Election 

on the horizon, we are eager to learn some an-

swers to these questions as they apply to both the 

Democratic and Republican parties.  Our Septem-

ber 13 program will host Margee Joehnk, Nevada 

County Democratic Committee member and Bill 

Neuharth, Chair of the Nevada County Republi-

can Central Committee.  They will discuss their 

respective partyôs 2008 Immigration Platform 

Positions.

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88 Years of Stronger Democracy  
This August 26 marks the 88th anniversary of the day when the U.S. Constitution was amended 

to grant women the right to vote. The nonpartisan League of Women Voters, formed when 

women were first granted the right to vote, will mark this occasion with reflection on how far 

we have come as well as optimism that this year will bring even more Americans into the de-

mocratic process. 

 

At the behest of Rep. Bella Abzug (D-NY), in 1971 the U.S. Congress designated Aug. 26 as 

Womenôs Equality Day.  The date was selected to commemorate the 1920 passage of the Nine-

teenth Amendment to the Constitution, granting women the right to vote.  This was the culmi-

nation of a massive civil rights movement by women that had its formal beginnings in 1848 at 

the worldôs first womenôs rights convention in Seneca Falls, New York. 

 
Joint Resolution of Congress 1971 

Designating August 26 of each year as Womenôs Equality Day 

 

WHEREAS, the women of the United States have been treated as second-class citizens and have not 

been entitled the full rights and privileges, public or private, legal or institutional, which are available to 

male citizens of the United States, and 

 

WHEREAS,  the women of the United States have united to assure that these rights and privileges are 

available to all citizens equally regardless of sex; and 

 

WHEREAS, the women of the United States have designated August 26th, the anniversary date of the 

passage of the Nineteenth Amendment, as symbol of the continued fight for equal rights; and 

 

WHEREAS, the women of the United States are to be commended and supported in their organizations 

and activities, 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Senate and House of Representatives of the United 

States of America in Congress assembled, that August 26th of each year is designated as ñWomenôs 

Equality Day,ò and the President is authorized and requested to issue a proclamation annually in com-

memoration of that day in 1920, on which the women of America were first given the right to vote, and 

that day in 1970, on which a nationwide demonstration for womenôs rights took place.

LEGISLATION REPORT  -  League Position  on Critical Proposition 

 

This November, as in most every general election, there will be a number of initiatives on the 

ballot.  At the October League meeting, you will have an opportunity to hear the Pros and Cons 

on each of them.  The League has taken a position on most of the initiatives, but there is one, in 

particular, on which the League has decided to focus virtually all of its advocacy efforts.  The 

initiative involves Redistricting and is known as California Voters FIRST Act.  Janice Hiro-

hama, LWVC President, is a co-chair of the ñYes on Prop 11ò campaign and has signed the 

ñArgument in Favor of Proposition 11ò. 

 

The proposition addresses the inherent conflict of interest for legislators to draw their own dis-

tricts.  It removes from the legislature the power to redraw district boundaries for the State Sen-

ate, Assembly and Board of Equalization after each census. Instead, it provides for the appoint-

ment of a 14 member independent citizensô commission to perform the process, establishes 

clear criteria for how the boundaries shall be drawn, and requires an open and transparent proc-

ess with due notice, public hearings and no communications outside of the hearings. This would 

help prevent gridlock in Sacramento.
